1. What was “Operation Overlord”?

Operation Overlord was a success. But it was not the first time the Allies had attempted an invasion of Nazi-occupied France. Two years earlier, in 1942, Canadians had led a failed assault on Dieppe, France. Why did Operation Overlord succeed where Dieppe had earlier failed? Contrast the two. (see p. 108-110 for Dieppe)
