Armistice- an agreement to stop fighting, end the war

Paris Peace Conference- post-war meeting of major leaders (US, Britain, France, Canada..) to decide what changes were needed in Europe to achieve lasting peace

Treaty of Versailles- document which set out the conditions for peace with Germany

Collective security- cooperation of member states in the League of Nations to ensure peace and security

Sanctions- economic restrictions (cannot trade for oil, or weapons for example) imposed by the League on aggressive countries- there are currently American sanctions on North Korea and Iran
