In most cases provincial parties are not affiliated with federal parties even though many share a similar name and political ideology. The exception to this is the New Democratic Party, where provincial party members are also federal party members.
Below is a list and brief description of political parties in four Canadian provinces: Quebec, Ontario, British Columbia, and Alberta.

Centre-right, forms the current government in the British Columbia legislature

Centre-left, forms the current official opposition in the British Columbia legislature, has only formed government three times in the province’s history, from 1972-75, from 1991-96, and from 1996-2001

The Progressive Conservative Party of Alberta
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Centre-right, has formed the government without interruption since 1971

Right-wing, founded in 2008, growing in popularity but currently only holds 4/83 seats in the Alberta Legislative Assembly

 Centrist, has not been in government since 1921, currently forms the official opposition in the Alberta Legislative Assembly holding 8/83 seats
Alberta New Democratic Party                                                          
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Centre-left, has never formed the government in the Alberta Legislative Assembly, and currently only holds 2/83 seats
